2" VICE PRESIDENT - Perform duties as directed by the president, subject to the
approval of the Advisory Board; assists the secretary in publishing the newsletter.

SECRETARY - Records minutes at the state convention and all executive board meetings;
duplicates and mails all convention minutes to chapters; works with the executive secretary
of advisory board; publishes newsletter in conjunction with the executive board along with
the 2™ vice president.

TREASURER - Compiles and presents the financial report from the previous convention
under the direction of the advisory board; distributes annual financial report to executive
board members; member of the credentials committee; presents the credentials report at the
state convention.

SERGEANT-AT-ARMS -
maintains order in accordance with Robert’s Rules of Order; assists the parliamentarian
with the election.

PARLIAMENTARIAN - Insures the general sessions are conducted in accordance with
Robert’s Rules of Order member of the elections committee.
